An overview of the historic environment in Scotland?

HEACS provides Scottish Ministers with strategic advice on issues affecting the historic environment.  Members of HEACS are appointed by Scottish Ministers.
The conference will consider all five HEACS reports on the priority policy areas upon which Scottish Ministers asked for advice on during its first three years.

The areas covered by the reports are:

· whether there is a need to review heritage protection legislation in Scotland;

· if there is a need for a “heritage audit” in Scotland and, if so, how to take it forward;

· the role of local authorities in conserving the historic environment;

· how we ensure the availability of adequate and appropriate traditional materials and professional and craft skills to meet the needs of the built heritage; and

· the criteria that should be applied for taking historic properties into the care of the Scottish Ministers.

Taken collectively, these reports may be regarded as constituting a review of the major issues facing Scottish Ministers in relation to the historic environment.  HEACS is keen to hear your views and comments to assist us in following up on the reports and in considering our own future plans.
